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The Kutai landscape is located north of 
Mahakam River in East Kalimantan province. 
The landscape consists of several different 
types of forests: peat swamp forest, Sundaland 
heath forest (Kerangas forest), and lowland 
tropical rainforest. The landscape includes the 
198,629 hectares Kutai National Park. The park 
is dominated by lowland tropical rainforest 

and other vegetation types such as coastal 
mangrove and freshwater swamp forest, and 
several lakes: Lake Maau, Santan, Besar and 
Sirapan. The park is known as an important 
habitat for orangutan in East Kalimantan, and 
provides habitat to 10 species of primates, 90 
species of mammals, and 300 species of birds.
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
